Centre, which is due to open later this 
year.

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Green light expected for new hotel in 
Belfast at old Nambarrie tea factory

Plans for a new hotel at 
the former Nambarrie tea 
factory building in Belfast 
are set to get this green 
light next week.

The hotel is also set to feature a 
ground floor bar and restaurant as 
well as seventh floor bar. A fitness 
suite will also feature according to 
plans.

A Council Committee Meeting will 
take place on Tuesday to decide 
whether the proposal will get the 
go-ahead, with the latest documents 
posted in the council’s planning forum 
suggesting approval will be given, 
“subject to S76 agreement” which is 
a legal planning agreement between 
the applicant and the council.

The site is located on 21-23 Victoria 
Street and 41-51 Waring Street. The 
planning applicant — Waring Street 
Limited — has plans to build a roof 
top extension onto the property. This 
will bring the current four-storey 
building to seven storeys.

In a blog written last year on Propiteer 
Hotel’s website — a company that 
runs and manages hotel brands in 
the UK, including Marriott — the 
company wrote:

“Belfast will soon be home 
to a brand new Moxy by 
Marriot hotel, thanks to 
Propiteer Hotels.”

It described the Moxy brand as 
“Marriot International’s newest and 
edgiest brand” which “serves as a 
playground that attracts Fun Hunter 
travellers”.

It also described the new Moxy site 
as “Belfast’s answer to Temple Bar 
in Dublin” and suggested it would 
be the first in the Moxy portfolio to 
serve the traditional Ulster fry. Moxy 
is described by Marriott as “playful” 
and “affordable”.

There are more than 60 Moxy hotels 
around the world where guests can 
check-in at the bar.

“Created for the young at heart, 
Moxy celebrates nonconformity, 
open-mindedness, and originality 
above all. Featuring small but smart 
bedrooms and vibrant social spaces 
with bold programming to plug and 
play, the Moxy experience is seriously 
considered and playfully executed,” it 
says.

A property company backed by an adviser 
to the English businessman Alan Sugar aims 
to build more than 1,000 rental apartments 
in a single development at Clondalkin, west 
Dublin.

The project by Arbeten — a company linked to Propiteer, 
an “exclusive members-only” property group — would be 
the largest build-to-rent apartment scheme proposed  
to date. Propiteer co-founder Colin Sandy, a former finance 
director of Sugar’s Amshold group, is a director at both 
Propiteer and Arbeten.

Arbeten has started consultation with An Bord 
Pleanala about the planned scheme of 1,009 
apartments on the former CB Packaging site  
at Ninth Lock Road and New Nangor Road.

The 20-acre site was once owned by the developer Liam 
Carroll and zoned for a new town centre. The company 
bought the land with debt backing from Castlehaven 
Property Finance, an alternative lender, and is understood 
to be interested in buying other sites in the area. 

Essex-based Propiteer has assembled 
investors for a number of deals in Ireland, 

including the purchase of an Ibis hotel at the Red Cow 
roundabout for €14m.

An East Devon hotel is investing £160,000 
installing solar panels in a bid to cut its 
carbon footprint and save energy.

The Hampton by Hilton Exeter Airport, near Clyst Honiton, 
East Devon, will install the solar photovoltaic technology 
onto the roof of the hotel, with the aim of supplying up to 
20 per cent of its electricity.

Propiteer Hotels, owner and manager of the East Devon-
based business, said the solar panels will be fitted and 
running in November 2022.

Richard Martin, director of Propiteer Hotels said: “It’s 
very important to us as a business that we operate as 
sustainably as possible.

“We take seriously our responsibilities – 
both in carbon reduction and in reducing the 
pressure on the UK energy network.”

He said electric charging points for vehicles were also 
available for hotel customers.

Mr Martin added: “We are working closely on these green 
initiatives with Hilton, which shares our commitment to 
protecting both our communities and the planet.”

The hotel business said the aim of the solar panels were 
part of a ‘green initiative’ to reduce carbon emissions.

Propiteer Hotels said the 164Wp solar panels will deliver 
up to 20 per cent of the hotel’s electricity consumption, 
eliminating 77,000kg of CO2 emissions annually; equating to 
two million tonnes over the 25-year life of the technology.

The new solar arrays are expected to be operational in 
November 2022.

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Plans for £25million Cathedral Quarter 
hotel to be recommended for approval 
next week

Plans for a new 170-bedroom hotel in 
the heart of Belfast’s Cathedral Quarter 
are expected to get the green light at a 
committee meeting next week.

Set to transform the former Nambarrie Factory on the 
corner of Waring Street and Victoria Street, the £25 
million investment will also feature a ground floor bar 
and restaurant, meeting rooms and fitness centre – and a 
seventh-floor rooftop bar.

According to Plan Belfast, an online community which 
documents Belfast’s planning applications, the application 
is expected to be recommended for approval at a Belfast 
City Council Planning Committee meeting on June 14.

It will become a Moxy Hotel, a sub-brand 
of Marriott Hotels, and is backed by English 
property investment company Propiteer.
