We have checked all other
ISIN NTS 2025, and 2026, and can confirm that this issue has not affected those series, and Woodville
Consultants remains in good financial condition, with suitable funds for coupons and capital
repayments.

The company remains profitable, and will continue to publish independently prepared accounts, and
offer total transparency to our trusted clients.
